Mankind's responsibility does not lie merely in policing others' actions. What we are accountable to God for is faithfully sharing words of truth, the gospel, to love and encourage others towards a transforming faith in God. Given this picture of accountability you will need to be willing to be in a community of believers that will faithfully share the gospel with you and have others on leadership hold you accountable.

· Exhibit a willingness to learn, be stretched, and have a whole lot of fun in the process!

· Be regularly attending Church (this is not an issue of us counting how many Sundays you have or have not been in Church…this is more about the fact the InterVarsity is not a church and that it is not meant to be a substitute for Church)

· Demonstrate a commitment to Biblical principles (not for the sake of being perfect, but instead as an appropriate response to God’s love, grace, mercy and truth).
· Be open to practicing a biblical understanding of accountability (Matthew 18:15 & Galations 6:1) 
* if you are a small group leader, this does not mean attending another small group in addition to the one you would be leading

1. 1.  Before beginning this application you were asked to read and pray through four scripture passages listed above. Please pick one of them and tell us what are some things that you learned about leadership and that God showed you through your time in this passage?
2. Briefly tell us your story:

a) how you decided to follow Christ?

b) what that looks like now?

c) where you are growing?

3. How does scripture impact your daily life?
4. Summarize the essentials of the gospel message. Imagine you are sharing this with someone who does not know Jesus and does not understand big words like "atonement", "justification" etc. 

5. Describe what you think "Biblical community" is. What draws you specifically to the IV community and how have you been involved in it?
6. Where would you like to see IV in the next 2-3 years?
7. If you have been involved in one of the Chapter's Small Groups, who were the leaders and what was your experience in it? 
8. How would you best describe a “missional” small group?  What would the vision and purpose of a mission-minded small group be?
9. In your own words, describe what it means to be a leader.

10. Do you have relationships with people who do not know Jesus? If yes, what do your times with them look like? If no, what hinders you?  

11. What do you really enjoy doing? (This could be anything) What do you see as your strengths and weaknesses? Which of the three types of leaders describes you best: Visionary, Strategist, or Enactor? Do you have a position in mind that you are specifically interested in, and why?
12.  What are your time commitments for the Spring 2012 semester? The time commitment for an IV leader will be at least 5 hours per week (1 hour in a leadership meeting, 1.5 hours in a Small Group, and 1.5 hours at Oasis, meeting with Joe once a week, and most likely at least 1 hour of outside “work” planning for events, prepping for small group etc). Will you be able to make that commitment?
